Oborne 1o Sandford Orcas Walk is 7.4 miles on quiet country
lanos taking you through the villages of Oborne, Sandford
Orcas and Poyntington.

Sherborne to Longburton & Lillington Walk is 6.4 miles following
a drevar rovte through the villages of Longburton and Lilling-
ton. Mainly on tracks and across fields ond through o number

of wooded arcos.

Sherborne to Notth Wootton & Sherborne Park Walk Is 6.3 miles.
This is an easy circular walk through the hamdets of North
Wootton and Hoydon taking in the historic Sherborne Park,

Sherborne to Quarnr® Coombe Walk offors throe different routes
of varying lengths, mainty on old tracks, quiet lanes and foot-
paths.

Sherborne to Nether Complon Circular Off Road Cycle Route is
1 4 miles, A short drevlar bicyde route which is not 100 difficult
or very long, Starfing in the town centre of Sherborne it soon

reaches into quiet countryside roads and then onto well de-
fined bridleways and tracks. Going through the vllages of
Tront ond Nether Compton

Sherborne to Cattistock Cycle Route is 35 miles and Is o long
circular bicycle ride sitable for kean cyclists, due to the hills
and length of the ride, It goes through o number of pretty
Dorset vilages. It is mainly on quiet country lanes.
